Kathy Shaner Seminar 

November 4 - 6, 2022 

Flowering and Fruiting Bonsai 
 

 Please join us in a seminar with one of the most exciting, knowledgeable, and personable bonsai masters—Kathy 
Shaner. Kathy completed a full five year apprenticeship in Japan under bonsai master Yasuo Mitsuya and is the first non-
Japanese and first woman ever to be certified by the Nippon Bonsai Association. She is the curator of the GSBF Bonsai 
Garden at Lake Merritt in California and adviser to The Texas State Bonsai Exhibit collection. Kathy is a fantastic teacher 
with the ability to make you feel involved, not just be a note taker. Her seminars are ideal for beginner and veteran bonsai 
enthusiasts alike and are enjoyable from beginning to end. 
 

In a sea of green canopies, it's wondrous to find bursts of colorful flowers or fruits on our bonsai. They remind us 

of bonsai’s tie to nature and the seasonality of the art. Many flowering and fruiting bonsai species require special care to 

bring out their full potential, some having special reduction techniques and others taking extra work and care to create 

fine branching, or even heal wounds. Flowering and fruiting bonsai can encompass a lot of trees from exotic import, 

tropical, and even native trees. Kathy will help us decode the challenges that come with these trees, working with material 

brought in by registrants.  

 

Participants are encouraged to bring up to 2 bonsai to the seminar. You may bring in material at any stage of 

development, but the more refined the material you bring in, the more beneficial Kathy’s advice will be. As in previous 

years, Kathy will try to select at least one tree from each person and discuss the tree, possibly styling or wiring the tree, 

depending on the material. 

 

 This year’s optional Friday workshop will be on styling. We often edit branches or trunks from our bonsai, and then 
struggle to make it look natural or properly help it heal.  There are many ways to remedy these problems, and Kathy will 
show participants how.  Each participant can bring up to 2 trees (Kathy will work on at least one tree from each 
participant). This special workshop is limited to the first 6 people to sign up. Observation of this workshop is not available. 
 
   
 Kathy’s optional Sunday afternoon workshop is Bring Your Own Tree (BYOT) and is limited to 6 participants on a first-
come basis. Work on any size material you like...styled or rough. Kathy asks participants from a prior workshop to bring 
back a tree she has worked on before to continue its development. Silent observation of this workshop is included with 
registration.
